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PEDESTRIAN/CYCLIST SAFETY ISSUES
IN THE PUBLIC EYE - A chronicle Of Events

Since last fall, Transportation Alterna-
tives has pursued the elusive pedestrian /
cyclist safety issue through some heavy
traffic. Anti-bicycling pedestrian acti-
vists, a police crackdown and hysterical
press coverage have been countered by TA
efforts to stick up for cycling. With more
heaviness to come, including new laws pro-
posing universal bike registration and con-
fiscation of unlawfully ridden bikes, isn't
it time all city cyclists got involved?

Last December, Pedestrians First, still
NYC's only pedestrian advocacy group, demon-
strated to protest lawless bike messengers.
The event's location on Park Ave. South was
chosen to commemorate the death of Peggy
Ryan, an office worker struck down by a
hit-and-run cyclist in October. The tone of
the demonstration (Stop Killer Bikes!)
seemed aimed at city cycling in general, so
a .group of us from TA decided to attend.

We arrived at the Killer Bikes event at
about the same time as the local politicians
and the press. (Where were they when the
ICA, the Independent Couriers Association,
demonstrated for messengers' concerns in
November?) Our first attempt at creating a
dialogue fell on deaf ears -- NYC Council-
woman Greitzer sounded more inflexible and
intolerant of cyclists than any of the Ped
1st people. Certainly the most heartfelt
feelings were expressed by the friends of
the victim. At times 1like these it really
hits home just how low and cowardly an act a
hit-and-run is. Our response, as cyclists
and as pedestrians, was totally sympathetic
-- we believe that flagrantly dangerous
riders should be apprehended and held
responsible for their actions.

The cross-talk from this process was
‘mutually enlightening. It was surprising

how many Ped lst people had never considered
the danger they cause cyclists by crossing
against the light and jay-walking. When
they thought about it, most of them agreed
with us that the greatest danger to pedes-
trians and cyclists alike was the speed and
overcrowding of motor traffic. Manhattan
Borough President David Dinkins concurred,
but wondered what could be done beyond
including a bike path in the West Side
Highway plan. One Ped lst'er who was also a
cyclist maintained that he stopped for every
red light. A few minutes later he admitted
that he stopped for nearly every light.

The following thought was also
expressed: when cyclists are denied rights
to the road by a sizeable percentage of
NYC's walking and motoring populations, is
it surprising that some riders react by
denying the right-of-way to others? How
effective can TA and the ICA be in getting
cyclists to respect the rights of others
when they are granted none themselves?
Still, we left the Ped 1lst event feeling we
had narrowed the gap between our two groups
and that we had succeeded, for a few brief
moments, in breaking the spell the motoring
world holds over the minds of our fellow
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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR'S REPORT

Sunday May 10

Transportation Alternatives, for better
bicycling in New York City. Why do we who
participate in TA meetings every few Mondays
do it? Because we believe in it, and
because it's fun. We enjoy the opportunity
to work with each other and we know that
it's up to us bicyclists.

What's up to us? Being out on the
streets, experiencing the city's magic and
also its traffic-choked arteries, being
pedestrians and subway riders, exercising
body and soul, risking our lives, and
living. I've been accused of hype since I
began writing for TA, writing to activate
us. What's up to us? It depends on your
perspective.

Today, a warm and windy Sunday, I
enjoyed the almost mature leaves on the elm
trees, the playgrounds all in use, the
benches and walkways of Riverside Drive in
the low 100's. I was on foot, sometimes on
bench, sometimes meditating on bicycling.
What will traffic be like on Riverside Drive
when the viaduct is reopened? What if cars
were not allowed on weekends? Are part-time
lane closings legitimate gains for bicycles?
I've proposed time-variable right-of-way on
the George Washington Bridge pathways to
resolve conflict between bicycle and foot
traffic as an alternative to the Port
Authority's proposal to close the southern
pathway entirely to bicycle-riding.

Charlie Komanoff and Michele Leon, a new
voice, worked on the newsletter this morning
in Charlie's Soho office. A few blocks
north Carl Hultberg was working on the third
(or was it fourth) version of his latest
article, featured in this issue. Last
Saturday my husband Gary and I drove all
over Queens, astonished at the heavy auto
traffic, taking TA newsletters and brochures
to bike stores. Next Saturday it will be
Lou Avitable and Charlie, and maybe Michele
and Dan Sherr assembling the newsletter.
Lucillé Lebovitz and Ed Ravin tend to the
membership on weekday evenings. We need
help with mailings in coming months,
including someone who knows or can learn the
technique of bulk mailing.

Carl and long-time TA'er Mary Frances
Dunham were quoted on the back page of
today's NY Times "Week in Review" section
for their testimony last Monday at Borough
President Dinkins' "Planning for Pedestrians
Council." TA member Patrick Pacheco wrote a
feature article in advance of the 5-Boro
Bike Tour for the Daily News in which TA was
described. Transportation Alternatives has
come a long way since our September
reorganization. We're even printing the
T-shirts that some of you ordered last year!

In some directions, notably the
Queensboro Bridge, we've been unable to make
headway. The big problem is the lack of a
full-time bicycle coordinator at DoT since
last fall. On the nitty-gritty, "let's make

a system that works" issues there's got to
be someone working on the inside for
bicycles. We've been talking to the City
about candidates and are optimistic the
position will be filled soon with an
effective advocate for bicycle riders.
There's a lot that could be done for
better bicycling in and around New York
City. For example, making it easier to
travel on public transit with a bike so when
you need to get out of town you aren't
beholden to a car. Or a place to park at
work, or even more poles to lock your bike,
to for quick stops.

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Life In The Bike Lane
THE 5-BORO BIKE TOUR

There are certain things about which I'm
usually not optimistic. For instance, BIG
EVENTS, especially in New York. Even more
so because BIG EVENTS by their nature imply
HUGE CROWDS. Somehow, that combination and
the added feature of the NYC Police in full
force seems a bit too much to handle. 1I've
always stayed away from Times Square on New
Year's Eve, and I watched last July 4th's
fireworks from the quiet on my roof. In
addition, I tend to be doubtful about my
physical abilities. Oh sure, I can bike
around the city on my little commutes, but a
LONG RIDE brings out the chicken in me.

It's no wonder then, that on Sunday morning,
April 26th, as I bicycled into downtown
Manhattan heading into a HUGE CROWD about to
embark on a LONG RIDE that was to be a New
York City BIG EVENT, that I was just a
little, well, pessimistic.

To add to my fears I had the testimonies
of past 5-Boro Bike Tour Participants: "If
you don't get run over, you'll be fine."
"There are so many people, I had to walk
more than I could ride." BAnd my favorite:

"The Verrazano? I had to will my legs to
keep moving!™"

But from the moment I was greeted with
smiles from the American Youth Hostels
volunteers in Battery Park, I had the sneak-
ing suspicion things might not be all that
bad. They were handling the large crowd
easily. Although there were plenty of
riders and the start was slow, things soon
opened up to enable us to ride more freely.
Caution was necessary, but the stress was
much less than riding through motor traffic.
As I glided through Central Park, raced down
the FDR and only mildly struggled across. the
Queensboro Bridge, I began to get that "Tour
de France" glint in my eyes. On the Belt,
with the water gleaming and the sun shining,
I reflected on the pleasures of riding with-
out the back:rof a bus in my face. In this
euphoric state, I wvirtually flew over the
Verrazano -- that cute little footbridge.

The folks at AYH felt the tour went very
well, too. There were only half as many
spills as the year before. The 700
marshalls waved flags and called through
bullhorns to warn of steep downhills and
road obstructions. The City pitched in with
road repairs. "Racing" instead of "touring"
has been a major cause of accidents, but the
marshalls and police helped keep the front
riders from riding over each other's fronts

(and rears). The trickiest spots -- the
tunnel on the FDR and the descent off the
Queensboro bridge -- were accident-free.

Like me, you might have wondered where
all the $5 admissions went. (The subject of
money is always a pain in the butt, so what
else would you be thinking about when you've
got a pain in the butt?) Citibank used $3
to pay for vests and other promotion. AYH
retained $2, to help in building their new
NYC hostel.

Well, now that the 5-Boro is over, I'm
resting back and dreaming about my next
trip. Hey, maybe a 5-State Tour isn't a bad
idea!

human-powered travelers.
Motorists First!

This brought to mind our meeting last
November with the City Commissioner of
Transportation, the head of traffic enforce-
ment for Manhattan and other officials to
discuss the crackdown on cycling infrac-
tions. The officials acknowledged that no
summonses were being issued to pedestrians
for jay-walking or crossing against the
light. When asked if any approaches other
than repression were being tried to educate
cyclists, the officials could only point to
the meeting we were attending. They did
cite statistics that seemed to show a drop
in the rate of cyclists' red light running,
from 70% to 50%. This change seems tempo-
rary, however. City officials suspect that
cyclist behavior reverted to normal over the
winter, "except when you guys see us."

The DOT and police officials attending
were downright respectful to us cyclists. I
didn't even feel like a criminal when I
admitted that I ran all the lights on my
bike getting there. (Actually what I did
was "slip" the lights, stopping to acknow-
ledge them and then proceeding through after
granting all other rights of way.) Ross
Sandler, our bicycling commissioner of
transportation, said he felt cycling in NYC
was something to support as a general
proposition, but he didn't see what could be
done to promote cycling for enormous numbers
of people. The big transportation problem
in his view is congestion, and cycling
wasn't the answer. He also said that the
messengers had "taken the gloss off the
whole biking experience in NYC."

No one at DOT had much to say about
slowing down stoplights to enforce a 15 mph
speed 1limit to increase safety for everyone,
except that it might work on avenues during
rush hours when traffic was stopped anyway.
DOT is hooking up its stoplights to a
computer, and variable control of the lights
would at least be a possibility. The same
officials said they had no plans for new
"auto~free zones," de-vehicularization or
any other so-called utopian solutions.

Elsewhere: Coexistence and Safety

We got another perspective on cyclist/
pedestrian safety at the February NYC Bike
Network Conference, during a report on
European pedestrian activist groups. In
Switzerland, Germany, England and France,
pedestrian groups have allied with cyclists,
using different approaches toward a common
goal, the reduction of motor traffic. In
Germany, the Greens have popularized the
slogan: "Don't trust anyone over 30 (kilo-
metres per hour)" to raise consciousness
«on motorization, speed and safety. In

Switzerland, ped groups have organized their’
own popular "pedestrian-friendly" automobile
club. What New York really needs is a
genuine pedestrian advocacy group to capture
the public imagination. Ped 1st gets the
coverage, but its sole idea seems to be
"ban-the-bike." Anyone in TA interested in
promoting the bi-pedal alternative?

The Safety Code

At the Bike Network conference we
introduced TA's bicyclist safety code. Our
starting point was a conviction that the
bicycle is not a motor vehicle and should
neither be threatened by nor treated like
one. Cyclists in the city occupy a niche
between pedestrians and motor vehicles.
With stoplights timed at 30 mph, not all
cyclists (or for that matter, pedestrians)

are going to stop for them. To do so
negates the mobility and efficiency of the
bicycle, requiring so many stops and starts
that cyclists lose their ability to remain
in motion and keep a safe distance from
motor traffic. Until traffic flow is
structured to allow our participation with
full rights, many cyclists will selectively
disregard certain motor vehicle traffic
regulations in favor of a more realistic and
equitable safety code:

Proposed Bicycle Safety Code for NYC:
(01ld Version)

#1. At red lights and on one-way streets
yield the right-of-way to all legally
travelling vehicles and pedestrians
without exception. Never threaten




anyone, even jay-walkers, or force
traffic to slow for you to pass.

#2. Pedestrians standing at the curb or
crossing legally at the corner have the
right to expect at least an arm's length
of space around them. Do not encroach
on them at high speed -- slow down, give
room and warning.

The group's response was mostly favor-
able. Some felt the wording came close to
describing what they considered "safe" city
cycling, while others expressed reservations
about condoning technically illegal
behavior. Certainly there would have been
no call for the crackdown and associated
anti-cycling hysteria had riders been
following this technically illegal code.

We feel a safety code is an essential
act of faith among cyclists, bridging the
gap between our concern for safety and the
inflexibility of the current law. We
invited comments and improvements on the
code and we got them.

The Code Grows

TA member Pryor Dodge pointed out that
by defining safe practices for cyclists
alone, we were reinforcing the singling out
of. bike riders for blame when discourtesy

"and lack of respect are universal in our
city. The result of this discussion was the
pedestrian/cyclist/motorist (or "universal")
safety code. It embodies concessions from
all travelers in our traffic mix.

Pedestrian/Cyclist/Motorist Safety Code

Pedestrians:

1 Stay on the curb, especially at corners.
2 Cross at the corner on the green.

3 Allow cyclists their legal right of way.

Cyclists:

1 Never . threaten pedestrians, show respect.

2 Stop for red lights, avoid wrong way
riding and always yield the right of way
to the legal flow of traffic.

13 Walk, don't ride on sidewalks.

\Motorists:

1 Slow down, obey traffic regulations even
when unenforced.

2 Be courteous, yileld to pedestrians and
cyclists.

3 Consider alternative forms of transporta-
tion.

Taking it to the Streets

On April 22, we set up our card table at
the corner of Bleecker and Broadway and
handed out copies of the code to walkers and
bikers (see photos). We circulated a
petition supporting better conditions for
cycling. We also discovered what may be the
only way to get the hyper-kinetic NYC bike
messenger to stop and talk: free lemonade.
By the end of our sunny 4-hour stay we had
signed up over 100 cycling supporters and
talked safety with over 30 professional
riders. The response to the new safety code

was almost all positive, especially from
messengers, who expressed an interest in
safety as long as they weren't being singled
out for blame. This is an on-going project,
so feel free to join us at our lemonade
station on warm Wednesday afternoons during
the coming months (refreshments are free for
messengers, fifty cents for others).

safety on the Sidewalks

We also appeared at the May 4 "Planning
for Pedestrians Council" hearings convened
by Borough President Dinkins. Testimony by
representatives of STOP (Stop Traffic Offen-
ses Program), recounting accidents caused by
lawless motor traffic, sent a shiver through
every cyclist and pedestrian in the room.

We all know how close we come every day to
becoming statistics 1like this. Not all of
us agreed on STOP's solution however --
cameras on red lights like in Israel and
Germany. Greenmarket activist Barry Benepe,
still recovering from a near-fatal cycling
collision with a red-light-running truck in
March, offered suggestions on creating more
room for pedestrians, but was himself

interrupted by Pedestrians First founder
Betty Dewing 1n51st1ng that the greatest
danger to pedestrians was cyclists on the
sidewalks.

TA president Charlie Komanoff and I
spoke on behalf of bikers and walkers later
in the program. We questioned the public's
acceptance of motor traffic and the need for
stretch limos, 1800 new taxicabs, one-way
tolls on the Verrazano routing traffic
through Manhattan creating carbon monoxide
"hotspots," and the ultimate absurdity --
the mobile billboard. We called for better
and cheaper mass transit, an esplanade with
separate biking and walking paths for the
West Side Highway replacement, cabstands to
keep taxi business out of the middle of
intersections and streets, and less cars.
We also read and urged consideration of the
universal safety code.

Pedestrian City

While the motoring world continues to
get away with murder and at DOT it's traffic
flow as usual, pedestrians are being organi-
zed (and courted by politicians) to take out
their frustrations on cyclists, especially
messengers. What is often forgotten is that
the bike messenger emerged in response to
the over-industrialization that created
gridlock to begin with. But what started as
a special service became just another
over-used convenience. Now all sorts of
businesses slide right up to their deadlines

knowing they can simply "messenger it."

The resulting swell in the number of
commercial riders is the cause of the so-
called "messenger crisis," but it's insepar-
able from the high-speed, mechanized world
which creates all such situations. Cyclists
are being penalized for emulating the normal
behavior of the motoring world, when in fact
the arrogant cyclist, the arrogant driver
and the arrogant pedestrian are really the
same stressed-out person lost in an over-
crowded high-speed traffic situation.

The fact is that pedestrian (and
cyclist) safety was sacrificed a long time
ago in the name of maximum motor vehicle
traffic flow. Until traffic officials
pursue different policies, anyone operating
outside the protective hide of a car or
truck will be endangered. NYC's extensive
tran51t system makes it a great potential

"pedestrian city" where we can get around
quite well without motor traffic, but this
will happen only when NY'ers get over their
infatuation with the speed and glamour of
automobiles. Then we can start enjoying a
life free of the danger of the urban
racetrack's high-speed delivery services.
When we keep the killer cars at bay and
create room for safe cycling, pedestrians
can (rightfully) be first.

De-vehicularization is NYC's only hope

for re-humanization. TA will continue
pushing City officials for major reductions
in motor vehicle traffic of all kinds.

We also invite the DOT to initiate a
media campaign stressing courtesy, mutual
respect and realistic safety goals such as
those proposed in TA's new safety code.

I had the privilege of hearing you speak
recently at Ted Turner's Global Media Awards
in the Waldorf-Astoria. You praised the
foresight decades ago of the founders of the
New York State Park system; their prescience
has resulted in countless acres of beautiful
parkland that New Yorkers enjoy today.

New York State finds itself at a similar
crossroads as it designs the West Side
Replacement Highway. Enlightened action now
will guarantee a better and more attractive
environment in the years ahead.

As a bicyclist, I support actions
allowing safer and more accessible cycling
in New York City, as well as measures to
improve mass transit.

On the other hand, the proposed
esplanade that would adjoin the highway,
with a continuous bike path running from the
Battery to 59th Street, is cheap by
comparison.

New York Does Nothing About Reckless Drivers

To the Editor:

If there has been a decline in pedes-
trian deaths as you report in your
“Alive on the Street” editorial item
(*“The Worm and the Apple,” April 9),
where you give credit to New York
City's police and transportation de-
partments, it is probably due more to
successful hospital care than to en-
forcement of traffic laws.

While riding my bicycle on St. Pat-
rick’s Day I was struck by a truck
running a red light. I had been struck
twice in previous years by taxis run-
ning red lights, but fortunately was
not injured. This time I was not so
lucky; my collarbone and neck were
fractured and more than 100 stitches
were required to hold together my
badly lacerated scalp. 1 was in inten-
sive care for four days.

My roommate at St. Vincent's Hos-
pital was an 88-year-old pedestrian
hit while crossing the street -~ on a
green light — the day after I was
struck. On the same day an acquaint-
ance of one of my employees, also on
a bicycle, was hit by a delivery van
going through a red light. The next
week my doctor, while in her car, was
hit by a taxi going through a red light.

In-none of those cases were any of

the drivers of the vehicles even given
a ticket, while illegal parkers have
their cars towed and impounded. It
seems there would be ground, based
on the testimony of witnesses, for the
city to bring charges and, if those
charges were found warranted, to
suspend the licenses of drivers and
impound the vehicles involved in ac-
cidents stemming from violations of
traffic regulations.

1 believe that a vehicle in the hands
of a reckless driver is as dangerous
as a gun in the hands of a criminal.
Shouldn’t a driver who Kills or maims
with his vehicle while breaking the
law be prosecuted as severely as a
thief who attacks someone in the
commission of a crime?

Drivers now run red lights with im-
punity, with little fear of any greater
penalty than a summons, and only if
seen by a police officer who is able to
stop them. BARRY BENEPE
